October 30, 1945, beginning at 4:30 P.M.

John A. Stephenson, Jr., Secretary, read the minutes of the last Governors' meet-

ing held at the Yale Club, November 3, 1944, which were unanimously accepted. 

President's Report: Mr. Ticknor reviewed the conditions which continue to prevail 

under wartime rationing. He spoke enthusiastically of the increased number of 

players in the National Men's Doubles Tournament held at the Fox Meadow Tennis 

Club, Scarsdale, the weekend of March 3 and 4. Many of the finest matches in the 

history of our game were seen during this tournament, which was finally won by 

Messrs. Clifford S. Sutter of The Field Club of Greenwich, and Basil Maguire, of 

The Greenwich Country Club, who defeated Messrs. Charles M. O'Hearne and Clifford 

D. Couch, Jr., of the Fox Meadow Tennis Club, by the score of 6-1; 6-2; 6-1. 

Because of travelling conditions, there wore no other official tournaments held, 

although many individual clubs ran very successful local tournaments. 

Tournaments scheduled for the 1945 Season include the following: Men's Doubles 
Invitation Tournament at Manursing Island Club, December 15 and 16, 1945; the 

National Mixed Doubles Tournament at The Englewood Field Club, Englewood, N. J.,
