Mr. Gordon W, Sarford, secretary, read the minutes of the last Governors' Board
meeting, held at the Yale Club on October 30th, 1946, which were unanimously accepted.

President's Report
Mr. Oscar F. Noore spoke of the increased interest in paddle tennis during the last

year, evidenced by bigger tournaments, the presence of more young players and the
continmious asdvance in the quality of play. There is likelihood of even bigger tour-
naments this year.

Publicity
Mr. Moore mentioned that publicity for the game is not forthcoming, in spite of the

real efforts of our able Publicity Committee. He voiced the opinion, however, that
the game is growing and will continue to advance in a healthy manner, with or without
publicity.

lr. Moore stated that the balls ordered by the various clubs, placed through the
Associstion and, in turn, by the Association through Mr, Edward Mays, were going

to be only partially delivered by the ball supplier. An allocation of a few hundred
balls to be made will be shipped to the eclubs, in proportion to those ordered, and
these will be billed either by Mr. Mays or by the Association. lir. Moore stated
that feirly prompt delivery could be expected of a small supply.

The Faultless Rubber Com ..y, who bad mad: the Paddle Tennis Balls prior to the
war, have stated that they were going into production of the regular white prewar:
ball, end they hope to get back into production by December 1, 1947. The balance
of the orders given by the member c¢lubs to the Association and not filled throuph
lr.

1. A professional in any racquet game (temis, squash tennis, squash racquets,
racquets, badminton, court tennis, ete.) shall be considered a professional
in paddle temis and, therefore, not eligitle to pkey in amateur tournaments
of the Association.

2. The entry of an amateur not belonging to a clug which is & member of the
Association may be accepted in an Association Tournament by the committee
running the tournament.

3, It was suggested that the Committee in charge of the ¥en's Doubles Champion-
ship Tournament may schedule the tournament for two weekends if, in its
opinion, scheduling the tournament for one weekend would require that the
finelists play too many matches in one day.
